YOUNG CARERS

The NHS define a young carer as 
anyone under 18 that ‘help(s) to look 
after a relative with a disability, illness, 
mental health condition, or drug or 
alcohol problem’. Many young carers 
will see this as ‘normal’ helping in the 
household. But where a young person 
is providing physical help, emotional 
support and/or doing significant 
proportion of household jobs, they are 
undertaking this role. If your child is a 
young carer, please encourage them to 
inform a member of the safeguarding 
team. We can then notify teachers so 
they are understanding and supportive when deadlines are missed, offer someone to talk to when needed, help 
connect them with support groups, and provide information on how to request a young carer’s assessment. This 
assessment will determine whether the Local Authority can offer assistance to the young carer and their family.

If you are unsure the REPORT HARMFUL CONTENT site is a comprehensive guide on how and where to report any 
form of harmful content .

Don’t give in to pressure 
Try to keep calm. Take time away from your device so you do not regret what you send

Respect the law 
Consider what you post, share and access.  

Check it is trustworthy 
Be mindful of public QR codes as they may not link to the site you expect
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
